CMSA Minutes from April 13th, 2011

Pridefest – Brian and Mark will make inquiries as to having a booth at Pridefest in June. We will shift the budget from Pride Parade to Pridefest.

Market Days – CMSA will share a booth with Spin.  

Family Event – After a brief discussion, Marcia motioned and Mark seconded to move the money from one CMSA family event to three sports to host a family day within that season. Women’s softball and beach volleyball will be granted $750.00 to use and Spring Flag fb will have $500.00.  Motion carried.

501C3 status- Chris restated the efforts he has made since the last meeting. Bill will check with his contacts on seeing what he can do.

Jackie gave the treasurer’s report.  Marcia motioned and Greg seconded to approve the treasurer’s report.  Motion carried.

Nothing to report on finance or insurance.

Advertising – Jason said he had received a phone call from Tracy Baim saying they had room for press releases or league standings to post in the paper. Will start working on an ad for the Pride parade issue and also an ad for the week of the world series.  We will also issue a press release announcing our upcoming election meeting.

Still working on trying to get Miller Lite or Yes Vodka to help sponsor the party. He will check to see if we can get the upstairs area as well as the main, cherry and back rooms. Sidetrack has asked that their logo be placed on any email blasts that go out.

CMSA Hall of Fame- this year’s inductions done, nominations for 2012 class will open in the fall.

Ways and Means – Kevin had spoken with Stephanie, the transgender who had inquired about our policy. The following policy was suggested to address transgender CMSA members.

“Transgender participation in CMSA – CMSA welcomes all transgender athletes to participate in its sports programs.

If a transgender person has begun the medical transition from either male to female or female to male including but not necessarily limited to hormone therapy, surgeries, electrolysis and living full-time in one’s chosen gender, then participation in a league of one’s chosen gender is permissible.  It is not a requirement that a transgender athlete have had gender confirmation surgery in order to play in a league of one’s chosen gender.

Persons who identify as transgender, but have not begun hormone therapy or begun living full-time in their chosen gender will be required to identify themselves and play in a league of one’s birth sex.  For the safety of all CMSA members, all players, whether transgender or cisgender, will be subject to movement to a higher or lower division based on skill level of play.”

A discussion was held.  CMSA will reach out to a few transgender athletes in open vb and men’s flag football.  If there are any points of concern, please email Kevin.   We will try to vote by email to accept this policy in a week.
