Meeting called to order at 7:04 pm 
1. Approval of Agenda

· Motion made by Michael Rice to remove item 1, Open Sunday Softball – Chicago Park District overbilling discussion, from the agenda, as it was a late addition to the agenda that was not voted on by the board. This motion was not seconded, and did not carry.

2. Approval of Prior Minutes: An error in the approval of the prior meeting’s Treasurer’s Report was noted. Minutes state that Michael Rice seconded his own report. This error was corrected.
· Motion to approve Prior Minutes as amended: Josh Dehnke/Second: Lindsay Frounfelkner
SPECIAL BUSINESS: 
1. Mark Sakalares, Commissioner of Open Sunday Softball, was in attendance to express his concerns regarding an overbilling issue with the Park District. Upon the Commissioner’s review of the permits, it was discovered that the park district had overbilled CMSA by approximately ~$8000. Commissioner Sakalares provided handouts to highlight the discrepancies, and urged the Board to take action regarding the resolution of these discrepancies. The Board agreed that there were discrepancies with the permits, and agreed to take action with the park district to recoup the amount that had been billed in error. 

2. Treasurer’s Report
· Beach Volleyball is still accepting registrations so membership numbers may still increase, however Team registrations are closed. Soccer, Badminton, and Ultimate registration is still open and adding players. 

· Ultimate funds are showing negative numbers, but this is due to them picking up an additional field this year, registration still being open, and sponsorship checks are still coming in. 

· CMSA Membership as a whole has remained relatively constant current year over last year.

The Board liaison for the sport will be following up on prospective commissioners, and Michael’s resignation letter has been entered into record. The main item of concern is securing a location for Open Basketball to play for the upcoming season.
3. Pride Bowl/Pride on the Pitch

· Pride Bowl registration is going well and as expected, however women’s participation is low, and the tournament is trying to find creative ways to increase the participation of the Women’s Division so that there is the ability for competitive play.

· For Pride on the Pitch, Team Mexico has sent funds to the tournament via Western Union, however the funds are addressed to “CMSA”, of which there is no physical entity, so we are having trouble retrieving the funds because it is difficult to prove who is a representative of  “CMSA”.

· Registration numbers for Pride on the Pitch currently are somewhat low, but the tournament is scheduled to run as planned.

4. Marketing Plan/Update

· The Spring Registration Party on March 31st at Roscoe’s at 2-5pm was a fun event and was well attended. We had 30-40 registrations during the event, and there were many potential members that we were able to pair with sports leaders to answer their questions and talk to them about the CMSA organization and sports.

· We will look at doing a similar Fall and/or Winter Registration Party later in the year.

· We will not be participating in street fairs this year. It has been determined that the cost does not warrant the limited exposure we receive, and unfortunately we do not have any sports registrations open during street fair season, so we cannot immediately direct anyone to register to participate.
